From the 
snowy, cold-weather cities and towns 
in vast Siberia and Arkhangelsk region, 
all the way to the cities and villages of 
Central Asia and Kazakhstan, our church 
members where ready to participate in 

Impact Day 2014. They thanked God for 
the opportunity to distribute these spe-
cial materials.

On Sabbath, April 19, a special al-
tar of books was made in every church. 
Members listened to a special video ser-
mon from Ted N. C. Wilson, president of 
the Seventh-day Adventist Church. At 
the end of the service a prayer of dedi-
cation and consecration was given. In 
many congregations, church members 
watched the “Creation” movie, and were 
inspired by the understanding of God’s 
wisdom and His creative power. Some 
unions held festivals dedicated to litera-
ture evangelism, with meals and special 
meetings, so that those who distributed 
the missionary books could share their 
experiences.

The Northern Asia-Pacific Division 
(NSD) Publishing Ministries De-
partment organized two significant 
meetings in Ilsan, Korea, January 
20-23, 2014: The Publishing Policy 
Review Committee and a Publishing 
Strategy Committee.

Twelve delegates from the Ko-
rean Union Conference, Japan Union 
Conference, Chinese Union Mission, 
Taiwan Conference, Mongolia Mis-
sion, Korean Publishing House, Ja-
pan Publishing House, and Signs 
of the Times Publishing Associa-
tion in Taiwan attended. Delegates 
gathered to discuss, learn, and re-
new their commitment. Howard F. 

Faigao, General Conference Publish-
ing director, and the NSD Publishing 
director chaired the committees.

This was the first time a commit-
tee gathered to make major correc-
tions and review Publishing policies 
since the NSD was divided and re-
named in 1997. The committee met 
to adjust policies to reflect real-life 
situations and enhance the effec-
tiveness of the Publishing Ministry.

The recommendations were sub-
mitted to the Publishing Committee 
that met to review and endorse the 
suggestions, which will be presented 
at this year’s meeting of the NSD’s 
Executive Committee.

ESD had an advantage: our Source 
of Life Publishing House in Russia 
printed missionary books for chil-
dren entitled Incredible Investiga-
tion. Children distributed the book, 
which describes some of the mira-
cles of creation in the natural and 
animal world, with pleasure.

In territories where the law for-
bids importing our books, devoted 
brothers and sisters distributed the 
book in DVD format to those who 
wanted them. West Russian Union 
offered to distribute with the mis-
sionary book a DVD containing the 
movies “Creation” and “Unknown 
Star Shines.” People accepted them 
with gratitude.

“In my church we distributed 
all Beyond Imagination books that 
we had on April 19,” said one pas-
tor.
